1. For these computer activities all coefficients must be filled in.  In the real world if the coefficient is 1 we just leave it blank but in the computer world we will need to input the 1.
2. Now go to http://www.ausetute.com.au/balcheme.html and read the info from the top of the page.  When you get to the animated tutorial…watch it then continue on and read through the entire example (you do NOT need to write anything down for this website.)

4.
